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Dr. Howard Snyder has been the Director of Systems Research at the National Center for Juvenile Justice since 1981.  He has directed several national research efforts funded by the Office of Juvenile Justice and Delinquency Prevention, the Bureau of Justice Statistics and the National Institute of Justice.  He is currently the Director of the National Juvenile Court Data Archive and OJJDP’s National Juvenile Justice Data Analysis Project.  Over the years, and in collaboration with many colleagues, publications flowing from his efforts have provided an accurate understanding of juvenile crime and victimization and the activities of the juvenile justice system. His own research has focused on the nature of violent crime by and against juveniles, differences in the daily cycles of violent crime, juvenile suicide characteristics and trends, age and racial bias at arrest, the developmental structure of juvenile delinquent careers, racial and gender disparity in justice system processing, juvenile transfers to criminal court, and international differences in juvenile crime and justice systems.  Dr. Snyder has spent much of his career translating the findings of research and statistical programs into useful information that can support the activities of practitioners and decision makers in the juvenile justice system. And he has pioneered efforts to disseminate this valuable information via printed reports and the Internet to the media and the general public.
