CAPT Stephanie Bryn , Director of Injury and Violence Prevention Programs for Health Resources and Services Administration’s MCHB oversees technical assistance and education/training for states, organizations and others through a network of national resource centers the Children’s Safety Network and the National  Child Death Review Resource Center.  CAPT Bryn was the Project Officer for development of the Health, Mental Health and Safety Guidelines for Schools (HMHSGS) working with the American Academy of Pediatrics and the National Association of School Nurses and over 300 school health and safety experts.  This project produced the first compendium of comprehensive school health and safety guidelines designed to improve health and safety of students and school personnel.  She is the Project Officer for HRSA/MCHB’s Bullying Prevention Youth Media Campaign ($3.4 million) focused on families, tweens aged 9 through 13 years, teens, health and safety professionals providers, school personnel, parent, tween and teen organizations, faith-based and other professional organizations.  CAPT Bryn leads the project that was launched in 2004 and has follow up and follow through activities planned with health and safety, mental health, education, law enforcement and justice, and positive youth development partners. She has produced national Web casts addressing child and adolescent health and safety, the Methamphetamine epidemic, bullying, infant death scene investigation and the child and adolescent death review practice, process and system.
