	Establishes a Coordinating Council on Juvenile Justice and Delinquency Prevention as an independent organization in the executive branch of the Federal Government to coordinate 1) all Federal juvenile delinquency programs (in cooperation with State and local juvenile justice programs); 2) all Federal programs and activities that detain or care for unaccompanied juveniles and 3) all Federal programs relating to missing and exploited children.

	The duties of the Council shall be to provide advice and recommendations, including: 

· Ensuring communication among agencies administering programs designed to serve youth, especially those in disadvantaged situations;
· Assessing the needs of youth, especially those in disadvantaged situations, and those who work with youth, and the quantity and quality of Federal programs offering services, supports, and opportunities to help youth in their educational, social, emotional, physical, vocational, and civic development, in coordination with the Federal Interagency Forum on Child and Family Statistics;

· Identifying possible areas of overlap or duplication in the purpose and operation of programs serving youth and recommending ways to better facilitate the coordination and consultation among, and improve the efficiency and effectiveness of, such programs;

· Identifying target populations of youth who are disproportionately at risk and assisting agencies in focusing additional resources on such youth;
	The function of the Council shall be to coordinate: 

· Federal juvenile delinquency programs (in cooperation with State and local juvenile justice programs);
· Federal programs and activities that detain or care for unaccompanied juveniles; and 
· Federal programs relating to missing and exploited children. 
In addition, the Council shall:

· Examine how the separate programs can be coordinated among Federal, State, and local governments to better serve at-risk children and juveniles.
· Review the programs and practices of Federal agencies and report on the degree to which Federal agency funds are used for purposes which are consistent or inconsistent with the mandates that pertain to detaining juveniles separately from adults [paragraphs (12)(A), (13), and (14) of section 5633(a) of this title].

	
	· Recommending quantifiable goals and objectives for youth programs;
· Making recommendations for the allocation of resources in support of program goals and objectives;

C. projects that work to involve young people in service programs

B. national youth development experts, researchers, parents, community-based organizations, including faith-based organizations, foundations, business leaders, youth service providers, and teachers; and
C. State and local government agencies, particularly agencies serving children & youth
· Working with Federal agencies to:
